‘When we laid down the foundations one year ago
 for the Irst European Meeting of Audiovisual Creation
for Children and Young People, we had only a few
samples of the work done by children and teenagers,
mostly in school workshops. However, we felt the
underlying trends prevailing in the world of young
people's creative concerns.

So we decided, within the context of the "major" Festival
(with llms by professionals) to oler young European

llmmakers an additional space for expression. The -

province of llia - the birthplace of the Olympic Games
- seemed the ideal place for a competition involving
contemporary expression with images and sounds. We
called this "festival within a festival" Camera Zizanio,
because the "zizania" - the young editors of the Festival
newspaper - had created history in previous years with
their dynamic presence in print. :

The impressive impact of Camera Zizanio, from its
_very Irst appearance, was a pleasant surprise for
all of us. It was the Irst Meeting of its kind to be
created in Europe and it constituted - as we realised
- a necessity.

‘In the brief period of its preparation, the 1% Meeting
received 55 participating llms from eight European
countries in the competition section and another 26
“in the international information section. However,
the important thing was that over 70 children and
teachers from European countries, as well as entire
classrooms from Greece, came to the town of Pyrgos.
The competitive aspect of Camera Zizanio took second
_place and the event acquired the real character of a

meeting. The discussions, relationships and the ties that |

developed clearly determined what the future held for
this new institution.

- And what seemed like a rapid stream evolved into

a rushing river. More than 100 lims by children and
young people are being hosted this year by Camera
Zizanio, and the number of European countries
represented has risen to 13. In addition, the "barrier"
of the young limmakers' minimum age has been broken,
with movies made by children only three and four
years old, from Spain. - :

A special tribute to audiovisual creations by Palestinian

“youngsters _has expanded the horizons and the

concerns of the Meeting, to regions where creative
endeavours by young people goes hand-in-hand with
the struggle for life and national identity.

This year, we will see that' Camera Zizanio does
not oler merely a creative environment, but also an
inspirational space. The most characteristic example of
this is a witty llm by three 13-year-old Norwegians,
entitled "From Amandus to Camera Zizanio," which has

already won an award at an international festival.

We can delnitely say that the new institution has
spread strong roots and will acquire increasingly richer
foliage. We aim to ensure that ifs necessary extension,
the European Union of Audiovisual Creation for Children
and Young People - which will unite all adults involved
in this sector - will become a redlity in 2003.

The inclusion of cinema education and creation into the
curricular of both primary and secondary schools in
Greece, instead of occasional, fragmentary events, is
not only desirable, but absolutely vital in today's world
of major challenges.

The 1st Meeting of Audiovisual Creation for Children
and Young People — Camera Zizanio was held within
the framework of the 4th Olympia International Film
Festival, from November 25 to December 8, 2001, in
Pyrgos, llia. !
Participating in the competition section were 55
lims from: Greece, Spain, France, Norway, Belgium,
Hungary, Bulgaria and the Netherlands.

Camera Zizanio's information section screened 23 lims
from: : -

® The Ciak Junior Festival (lims based on children's
ideas, but made by professionals, from the following
countries: Italy, Hungary, China, Spain, Israel, Slovenia,
Ireland, Germany, the Czech Republic and Chile).

® A special cinema workshop program of CIFEJ
(an international lim centre for children and young
people. The program was implemented in the following

countries: Mozambique, the Philippines, Peru, Poland and
Canada).

The large participation, as well as the presence of
children and teachers — one hundred people came from
abroad — highlighted the vital need for European meetings
of this kind. According to the European participants,
although there has been intense activity in audiovisual
creation by children and young people themselves, there
was no opportunity to meet and exchange experiences,
until now. Thus, with CAMERA ZIZANIO, Olympia has
become a meeting point for children and young people
from all over Europe, in this leld.

‘A little piece of history' originated from a 'Rural Film School' - project initiated and funded by South
Lanarkshire Council. The project was launched as a means of developing Ilm and video activity to support
learning, raise achievement and encourage inclusion within schools. The project was designed to oler
smaller schools some of the extra curricular activities alorded to larger city based schools. Many of the
children came from farming and agricultural backgrounds, therefore, it provided a welcome boost to the
children and their families, following the recent problems with the foot and mouth epidemic. The program
was delivered by a small production team from fsp media. The children started their own research,
contacting museums and using the Internet, and 'A Little Piece of History' was born. The 10 children had no
prior experience of video media production: Some had never even been to a cinema. The success of this
pilot project has also secured funding for another 6 'Rural Film Schools' in Lanarkshire.

Palestinian children illustrate their future

In the best or long-standing - perhaps - study of an
international behaviour, the understanding of a common
language like that of the cinema, by a nationdl group,
requires Irst of all and in advance, strong arguments
that this language highlights those elements (historical,
political, economic, and therefore, also aesthetic)
that characterize the peculiarities of that group. The
cinema, as a language that thinks, behaves and acts
universally on the result - in relation to the reading
codes - requires the existence of an "industry" - that
is, the material means for its manufacture. We would
say that precisely this requirement also undermines the
universality of cinema language. :
On the map of cinema production there are countries
with a small or non-existent cinema industry - countries
which are deprived even of the right to a national
entity. In such a case, can we talk about equal
prospects in this universal language, as well as about
the possibilities of accessing its formulation2 Certainly
not. The Palestinian issue, as we know it, unfortunately
conlrms this contention. Palestine, with all that it has
sulered - which is not in the nature of this text to
analyse - has experienced dilculties and continves
to face problems in the development of a national
cinema industry, precisely because the source of this
development, which is none other than its own national
existence, is "sulering."

In order to speak about a serious Palestinian cinema
industry, issues must be resolved which relate to the
Palestinian situation, such as the abolition of occupation,
the creation of an autonomous Palestinian state,
and the international validation of the much-desired
freedom of its people. The tragic "weaknesses" that
characterize Palestinian history - and, by extension,
the historical course of Palestinian cinema - appeared
to have functioned as a dynamic "benefactor” for its
development, despite the irregularity of its production
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and the dispersion of its artists. Precisely because of
this, Palestinian cinema gained momentum, enriching
its thematic core with the arduous sulerings of the
Palestinian people. In other words, Palestinian cinema
developed quadlitatively and quantitatively, as the
struggle of the Palestinians developed qualitatively and
quantitatively.

The aesthetics of raw reality

Since 1935 - when the Palestinian cinema began to
olcially record its history with a 20-minute lIm by
Ibrahim Sahran - up to now, Palestine has been in the
maelstrom of geo-political upheavals. In such a climate
of national uncertainty and intellectual subjugation,
the Palestinians were trained in the promotion of the
Palestinian demand, claiming a prominent presence in
the world community.

The Intifada brought the lights and cameras to
Palestine, and the Palestinians learnt to be leading
actors in the theatre of current world events. It
appears that this apprenticeship was fruitful, bringing
- a new generation of Palestinian llmmakers, after years
of enforced silence, behind the camera. This generation
of llmmakers stood by the Palestinian people, creating
llms - mostly documentaries, or Iction movies, in which
redlity is inherent in, and determines, their themes.

So the Irst element is knowledge and utilisation of the
image to advocate the national issue. In addition, the
dispersion of Palestinian Immakers - as many were
forced to leave their occupied territory - favoured both
knowledge of the method and the promotion of their
historic demand, and also set the foundation for the
creation of makeshift, but dynamic, cinema industry. It
would not be rash to mention that the Palestinian cinema
lives primarily abroad, and secondarily in Palestine, just
as Palestine boosts the characteristics of its national
identity mainly abroad, rather than in its own territory,
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where the inhabitants are exiles in their own land.

It should be noted that many of the llms by
Palestinian llmmakers were shown on Western
television channels, while others excelled at numerous
international llm festivals, impressing both the critics
and the public. The realistic depiction of the Palestinian
situation also constituted Palestinian cinemd's aesthetic
axiom. Included in the new generation of llmmakers,
who emerged in the 1980s and later, are Michel Hleil,
Rashid Masraoui, Mai Masri and Elia Suleiman.

The cinema as a learning experience

With the founding of the autonomous Palestinian
Authority, the objectives for Palestinian cinema became
more specilc. The weadknesses were not overcome.
The necessity to ensure support for a cinema policy,
which would serve Palestine's strategic political aims,
became more pressing. The lack of cinema training
also highlighted the demand that cinema be regarded
as an art, in the professional sense of the term, and
thus, training became the primary duty of Palestinian
llmmakers of international repute. The Ilm production
and distribution centre, established in 1996 in Ramalla,
by the internationally renowned director, Rashid
Masraoui, took on the form of a dynamic learning
experience for young Palestinians, who wanted to
be tested in this new leld of artistic expression and
knowledge. Here, artistic demand was combined
with the recognition of cinema as a means to "fortify
educationally" new generations, from which Palestine
would draw its future reserves.

Towards this direction, the centre developed special
courses for children in the cinema and theatre sector,
while with the Mobile Cinema department - established
in 1997 - a new audience of mainly young people
was cultivated, the previous existence of which was
inconceivable, olering its lims to schools, universities



and cultural centres in Palestine. These aims olered an
abundance of creativity, which focused on youngsters,
with the Children's Film Festival as the principal result
of this activity. Starting in 1996, it screened lims by
Palestinians, as well as international productions, in
refugee camps, and is the only annual Palestinian Ilm
festival. : :

The program, "Eyes of Youth" also operates within this
framework in Jenin, where 43 children, aged 12-16,

learn to produce their own llms. Through educational

seminars - including lectures on children's rights
and development of ideas, as well as scriptwriting,
directing, photography and editing - the program aims
to train children in the international language of cinema,
and to strengthen hopes of creating a new generation
of Palestinian llmmakers. The result of this program
was the production of nine short-length movies - a
section of which will be hosted at the Olympia Film
Festival. The Palestinian director of the Diaspora,
Hisham Kayed, is involved in a similar endeavour. In
Beirut, where he lives, he .coordinates the activities of
young Palestinians, teaching them cinema tools and
the universal importance of cinema speech. He is also
head of the Al Jana llm festival for children and young
people.

The predominance of children

The predominance of children in Palestinian cinema
is not something recent. Overall, the children of
Palestine are prominently featured in Palestinian lims
- d conscious choice, which clearly indicates Palestine's
_priorities. The Irst requirement of this conscious choice
is knowledge, as a great and powerful weapon for the
vindication of the Palestinian issue. In other words, with
knowledge as a springboard, the Palestinian future is
being constructed. The second requirement is the
development of a national cinema that will strengthen the

Palestinian identity throughout the world, demonstrating
through the cinema images of its own world, the
inviolability of national integrity and the rights of the
Palestinian people, with the best prerequisites and from
the strongest positions. This advanced approach could
transform the nightmarish world of Palestinian children
into a draft plan for radical change, leading to the Inal
silencing of war sirens. :

The screening of llms made by Palestinian
children at the Olympia Festival is of special interest, in
terms of content and potential prospects for Palestinian
cinema, as well as for future Palestinian identity.

What Al-Jana Arab Resource Centre for Popular Arts
started as "a young photo-journdlists'’ workshop,"
with 30 children from Shatila and Bourj-al-Barajneh
camps in Beirut in 1998, has continved through
several pedagogic and artistic activities, with work on
resource production, including photography exhibits,
video lims and a book. The journey with these children
is still ongoing.

We forward a tribute from our heart to the children
we have been working with. These children introduced
us to their life in the camps, their concerns and hopes.
They provided a bridge to voice the concerns of
refugee children to the world outside their camps.
The time of starting our journey with this group of
children coincided with the 50th year of the Universal
Declaration of Human Rights, a date remembered by
Ive million Palestinian refugees as marking Ifty years
of violations of their human, national and civil rights.
These forgotten people constitute the largest refugee
-population in the world, and the one that has lived
in the longest exile. The children (aged 9-14 years)
participating in AL-JANA 's project: "Palestinian refugee
children in Lebanon record their lives and express
their hopes", are the fourth generation of Palestinian
children living in exile.

This project aims at enabling children to relect on
their lives, and express their concerns and hopes,
through photography, video llm, drawing and writing.
The project also aims to enhance children's skills in
critical research, artistic expression, group work and
community participation.
